As aresult of COVID-19 and the closing of school buildings for the 2019-2020 School Year,
school districts must submit a Continuity of Learning and COVID-19 Response Plan (“Plan”) in
order to continue to receive state aid for operations. Although schools are closed and not
providing in-person instruction, teaching and learning must continue. Michigan educators have
been called to provide our students with continued learning.

There are varied states of readiness to provide continuity in learning among districts. Even
within districts of multiple school sites, there are varied states of readiness. It is expected that
schools will provide instruction at a distance using a variety of methods that meet local needs,
including printed materials, phone contact, email, virtual learning, or a combination to meet
student needs. We should avoid assuming that continuity in learning can only occur through
online means.

While many educators have been providing distance learning opportunities, the Governor’s
Executive Order (EO 2020-35) requires all schools to begin providing learning opportunities for
all students no later than April 28, 2020. Districts who are able to begin their plans earlier are
encouraged to do so.

Each District shall submit a single completed Assurance Document, Budget Outline, and
Continuity of Learning Plan to its Intermediate School District. Each Public School Academy
shall submit a completed Assurance Document, Budget Outline, and Continuity of Learning Plan
to its Authorizer. A single Application should be filed for the district rather than multiple
applications for individual schools within a district. The following items are required for the
application which may be submitted beginning April 8, 2020:

1. Assurances Document
2. Continuity of Learning Plan
3. Budget Outline

Continuity of Learning and COVID-19 Response Plan (“Plan”)
Guiding Principles

As Districts and Public School Academies complete the Assurances and Continuity of Learning
Plans, they should consider utilizing the following principles to guide their work:

Keep Students at the Center
Intentional outreach to continue building relationships and maintain connections.
Help students feel safe and valued. At minimum, plan to do the following:

. Plan for Student Learning: Build on each student’s strengths, interests,
and needs and use this knowledge to positively affect learning.
. Develop a Weekly Plan and Schedule: Offer routines and structures for

consistency and for the balancing of think time, work time, and play
time for health and well-being.

. Contact Families: Partner to support student learning through ongoing
communication and collaboration. This will not look the same for every
student and family—safety remains the priority. Provide translations as
necessary.

Design Learning for Equity and Access
Plan and deliver content in multiple ways so all students can access learning.

e Teach Content: Set goals using knowledge of each student, content
area standards, and of Michigan Merit Curriculum.

e Deliver Flexible Instruction: Consider how to deliver content
depending on tools and resources accessible to each student.
Alternative modes of instruction may include use of online learning,
telephone communications, email, virtual instruction, videos,
slideshows, project-based learning, use of instructional packets, or a
combination to meet diverse student needs.

e Engage Families: Communicate with families about engagement
strategies to support students as they access the learning. Families are
critical partners. Provide translations as necessary.

Assess Student Learning
Manage and monitor student learning and plan what’s next for learning including
the potential need for summer and supplemental learning.

. Check Student Learning: Use a variety of strategies to monitor,
assess, and provide feedback to students about their learning.
. Make Instructional Adjustments: Use formative assessment results

to guide educators’ reflection on effectiveness of instruction and to
determine next steps for student learning.

. Engage Families: Communicate with families about assessment
results in order to inform next steps and the potential for
supplemental summer learning. Provide translations as necessary.

District/ PSA Response:

Madison District Public Schools will provide our Early Childhood Center Pre-K students with daily
reading times which can include Lexia, Razkids, Epic, Brainbreaks, Exploration, and Cool Math. For
K students, Studyisland, IntoReading, ReadWorks Lexia, Epic will support English Language Arts.
Study Island, TPT Math, IKnowlt Math, XtraMath, Prodigy, and Khan Academy will be utilized.
Madison District Public Schools will utilize and implement Study Island for grades 1-5 to address all
four core content areas of Math, ELA, Social Studies, and Science. In Addition, English Language



2. Please describe the methods the district will use to keep pupils at the center of educational
activities, including outreach to continue building relationships and maintain connections,
and to help pupils feel safe and valued.

District/ PSA Response:
Classroom teachers will utilize Google Classrooms, Google Hangout. ClassDojo, Zoom, Live
Instagram, Remind, and personal phone calls to extend the communication and building outreach
to ensure every student maintains a personal connection to their classroom teacher. Our Primary
purpose is to ensure that students are able to see and speak to their teachers at least on a weekly
basis for the human connection piece of instruction and to ensure we stabilize to the extent
possible the mental health status of our students are as normal as possible given the situation
families and staff find themselves in with the Covid-19 pandemic. Staff have created social
emotional learning activities, daily check-in forms, and interactive mood meters to gage the
mental health of our students in order to support each child to the best extent possible.

3. Please describe the district’s plans to deliver content in multiple ways so that all pupils can
access learning.

District/ PSA Response:

Madison District Public Schools will provide some prepared packets every other week for Pre-K
that will be prepared for parent pick up at their request. In addition, packets will be made for our
Kindergarteners to allow parental assistance in the learning. Content delivery for K-12 will be
through devices that were deployed in two phases March 16,2020, and April 13-April 14 to
every student that request a device either Chromebooks, laptops, or ipads. Nearly 600 devices
were prepared and available to our families.



4. Please describe the district’s plans to manage and monitor learning by pupils.

District/ PSA Response:
Study Island, Edgenuity, Lexia, ReadWorks, IKnowIt Math, Prodigy, have student monitoring
pieces to them that will ensure that students are not only logged in but actually doing work while
logged in. Parents, Teachers, and Administration will be able to print reports for progress
monitoring. Google classrooms logs, teacher logs are collected by administration.

District/ PSA Response:
Since both Edgenuity and Study Island are embedded into our course work already there will not
be added cost attached to the deployment. However, there are added costs for packets, software:
IntoReading $100,000, Lexia $9,900, I know it Math $3,500, Study Island $12,800, Edgenuity
$25,000 total costs are $151,200, hotspot devices $79 *20 hotspots ($1,580), Cost of hotspot
$40/month ($1,600), Chromebook purchases 200 chrome books at $250 ($50,000). Costs to
prepare chrome books will be $7,500. Total costs are $211,880.



6. Please describe the manner in which district administrators, board members, teachers, and
any representatives of teachers collaborated in development of the Plan.

District/ PSA Response:
Teachers, Administrators, Special Education Department, Superintendent, Union Leaderships,
and Board of Education worked collaboratively via google hangout, Zoom, Email, WebEx, to
discuss and devise a plan that ensured learning for all. The board of education were provided a
draft plan for review, input, and advised to ensure all stakeholders had input.

7. Please describe the methods the district will use to notify pupils and parents or guardians of
the Plan.

District/ PSA Response:

We have used phone Messaging system, Social Media, Facebook, Instagram, Twitter, and
District website to notify parents of steps district is phasing in part I and part II of our Distance
Learning Plan. Principals provided their cell phone numbers to families for real time access in
case of emergencies.

District/ PSA Response:
District Plans on rolling out phase 2 of device roll out on April 13/14. April 15,2020 District

begins phase 2 implementation.

Currently Madison District Public Schools does not have a dual enroliment student
scheduled to complete course work during 2019-2020 school year.

District/ PSA Response:

We have identified Cafeteria workers as essential workers and have informed them of such. We
have food delivery on Mondays and Thursdays from 11am-1pm at two locations. Madison High
School and New Bethel Church in Pontiac Michigan. Monday meals are for Monday, Tuesday,
and Wednesday for a total of 6 meals. On Thursdays meals total 8 meals enough for 2 meals a
day for Thursday, Friday, Saturday, and Sunday. The Distribution time and locations are listed
on district website, along with our social media pages, and finally phone blast go out to remind
parents of times and locations.

11. Please confirm that the district will continue to pay school employees while redeploying staff
to provide meaningful work in the context of the Plan, subject to any applicable requirements
of a collective bargaining agreement.

District/ PSA Response:
Madison District Public Schools plans on paying school employees, and plans on redeploying
them as needed.



12. Provide describe how the district will evaluate the participation of pupils in the Plan.

District/ PSA Response:
District will run a weekly report, along with requiring 1 x a week where students log in and do a
face to face virtual meet this will also address students’ social emotional needs of our students.

K-5 Grading: We will provide grades to students based upon completion of task and performance
on tasks whenever possible. Teachers will make the following comment on students' report cards
at the end of 4th card marking if unable to determine grade due to lack of participation

6-8 Grading: Core content work demonstrating outstanding work and successful completion of
two units per week (Blue Ribbons) will result in an “A” grade for that course. Core content
work demonstrating attempted work and effort towards completion of two units per week (Blue
Ribbons) will result in an “B” grade for that course. Students without access to technology will
receive a “Pass (G)” grade.

9-12 Grading: Edgenuity has an internal monitoring and grading system that teachers will
incorporate into their MI Star Gradebook. Google Classroom will have learning activities and
assignments students may earn points for participation and upon completion of tasks.

Students will earn letter grades as outlined in the Madison High School & Preparatory High

13. Please describe how the district will provide mental health supports to pupils affected by a
state of emergency or state of disaster prompted by COVID-19.

District/ PSA Response:
We are providing live yoga, art therapy, and live counseling hours, social worker hours, for
students that require support. We are also doing weekly check-ins either via google hangouts,
google classroom, zoom, or personal phone calls. We Continue to utilize Social Media
Instagram, Facebook, and Twitter to provide supporting encouragements to our students and
families. Each Building has embedded into their learning plans social emotional learning
activities as well as supporting documents to help aid students through covid-19 pandemic.

We have some childcare equipment that we are willing to lend to neighboring districts or child
